Please read the following important instructions to ensure your fundraising 
campaign is as successful as possible. 

1. Determine the number of people who will be selling 
in your campaign. This will allow you to have the correct number of 
packages available. All of our brochures and order forms are available online at 
farmersdairy.ca

2.  Give us a call. It is recommended that you call a helpful Customer Service 
Representative to confirm pricing prior to selling your cheese to your customers. 
This will also allow us to give you up-to-date information on anything that might 
affect your fundraising program (promotions, gift packs, etc.).

Each 
participant should have a copy of the Campaign Order/Selling Form with the 
products and prices, as well as a brochure with product descriptions and pictures.

5.  Tally your orders. You should have one person responsible to tally the 
total of your order on the Master Order Sheet. Only 1 sheet should be submitted 
for each group.

6.  Fax or mail your order to Farmers Dairy. We require a minimum of 
2 weeks to fill your order. You will receive a confirmation fax or letter from Farmers 
Dairy Customer Service confirming the receipt of your order and indicating your 
delivery date and the branch information to contact prior to your product pick-up.

Please note: The 1kg blocks of cheese are random weights and are priced by 
kg, therefore the pricing is not exact. Please call 1-800-590-6455 prior to pick-up 
to confirm the exact price of your order.

When You Pick-up Your Order

Since cheese is perishable, your product must be kept in a cool place until all 
cheese is delivered to the customers. 

When the order is received, the following must take place:

• A signature is required to receive order.
• Please verify the case count and product types to make sure you have 

received your order correctly.
• Immediately report any shipping errors or shortages to Farmers Dairy 

Customer Service. Any claims relating to shortages must be reported within 
24  hours of receipt of product.
